The teacher will show some boxes and 
flat objects and tell them to observe 
carefully. 
After that the teacher will ask – 
 
     c)   Have you ever seen these objects 
anywhere? 
     d)  How many sides are there in a 
circle? 
     e)  Now tell me, how many sides are 
there in this matchbox? 
     f)  As you can see based on the sides, 
these two objects are different. Can you 
tell me the common name of matchbox 
like figure? 
 
After that the teacher will ask “can you 
tell me what are the difference 
between rectangle and a matchbox 
based on their shape? 
 

The pupils will observe 
carefully.
